Pageant Rules:
* Contestants must reside in Florida.  
* Entry deadline is March 2nd, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.  
* Photo deadline is March 2nd, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.
* No practices will be scheduled in the arena.
* Western attire is to be worn at all times. No 
   pageant clothes at any time. 
* All contestants must be in school (with the 

exception of 4-5 year olds) or have   
received a diploma or GED certificate. 

* Contestants age 14 & up will be required to ride 
a horse during the grand entry March 19, 
contestants 4-13 will ride in a vehicle
and Miss FGPR and her runner up will be 
required to ride on  March 20 & 21st at 
the Rodeo, and make themselves available 
to carry flags throughout the performance.  
Jr. Miss and Little Miss Queens and their 
runner ups will ride in a vehicle on 
March 20 & 21st. 

* Contestants must be single and never have been   
married or be pregnant or become pregnant 
during the coming year and may not be the 
mother of a child out of wedlock. 

* Contestants cannot compete for a crown they 
have previously won. Ex. If a girl has won Little 
Miss she can compete for Jr. or Miss. FGPR. 
Awards:

The winner of the Miss Florida Gateway Pro 
Rodeo will receive a $300 educational scholarship, 
tiara, buckle, sash & flowers.

First runner up will receive a $150 educational 
scholarship & flowers. 

Winners of the Jr. Miss & Little Miss Florida 
Gateway Pro Rodeo will receive a tiara, buckle, 
sash and flowers. 

First runner up in each division up will 
receive a trophy & flowers. 

Photogenic winner (s) will receive a 
special award. More than one winner 
may be selected depending on the 
number of entries. 

Other awards to be determined. 

Girls in the Florida Gateway Pro Rodeo 
Pageant will compete in Western Attire at all 
times and will be judged on horsemanship 
skills & poise (Lead lines will be acceptable 
with Little Miss only), answer questions 
during an interview with the judges. All 
contestants must strive to represent 
exceptional sportsmanship, high moral and 
ethical character (act in appropriate manner, 
no text messaging or postings on web sites, 
etc. that will reflect negatively on the Rodeo 
or CCR) and humane treatment of animals.
